A full evaluation of your application normally takes about 60 days from receipt of all required information.  The AERI Board makes the final decision on applications.  The Board meets approximately every 8 weeks.  AERI will make every effort to take your application to the Board at the first opportunity.

A key feature of any ProGrid® evaluation system is the Language LadderTM, which establishes performance levels in each cell of this matrix.  The Language LadderTM assists reviewers in reaching a consensus on the merits of a proposal in comparison to other proposals being considered for funding support.  

The proponent is asked to assess the proposed project against these ‘performance criteria’ using the language ladders provided and to justify why a particular performance level was chosen. This section provides the rationale for seeking financial support from the Alberta Energy Research Institute.  It addresses an identified technology gap and demonstrates an understanding of the context and scope of the technical problem. Based upon the results of previous research, the proposal fully describes the innovative solution to the problem that will advance the state of the art and identifies the scientific and technological challenges and opportunities.  The proposal discusses the nature of the advance (from incremental technological advance, which solves the specific problem - through major scientific breakthrough, which not only solves the identified problem but opens new opportunities).

A. The technology proposed is not new, it is conceptual in nature, or represents a fine-tuning of existing technology. 
B. The proposal adequately identifies the scientific and technological challenges and opportunities, the technology is new but incremental to existing technology. 
C. The proposal fully identified the scientific and technical challenges and opportunities of a proposed technology which is new & innovative, and which addresses an identified technology gap ... 
D. … and the technology is already recognized as being of “breakthrough” status.

A3 - Team Leadership, Capacity and Capability

This section demonstrates that the project team has available to it the combination of staff, work environment, tools, expertise, facilities and financial stability that will allow it to successfully complete the proposed work.  The percentage of time to be committed by each team member must be shown. The curriculum vitae (CV) of the project leader and key team members should be attached as Schedule "B".  

A. The project team has not identified a project manager and does not have all the technical capabilities required to successfully complete the project and is new to this area of technology. 
B. The project team has identified a project manager and may have most of the technical capabilities required to successfully complete the project and a process is in place to acquire the missing technical skills.  The team has some experience in this technology.
C. The project team has the required technical capabilities and includes a champion and an experienced project manager  with a successful track record in this technology.  Access to facilities and other technical skills that may be required to carry out the project have been identified. 

D. The project team has exceptional capabilities in this technology and includes a project manager with a proven track record, has access to dedicated facilities and a network of other leading edge technology practitioners.  The team is of critical mass and is led by a fully committed and experienced champion with an international reputation.

A4 - Work Plan, Budget and Deliverables

A Work Breakdown Structure describing the project's tasks, costs, and the assigned responsibility for their execution, along with a project timelines chart is included, as is a technical risk assessment and mitigation plan. The full budget template is provided as Schedule “A”.

A. The proposal contains an outline of the proposed work, but does not include a management structure nor budget or schedule details. 
B. The proposal contains a budget and schedule and preliminary project management structure.  There are no milestones or deliverables. 
C. The project plan contains details in terms of a statement of work and tasks, schedules, milestones and deliverables, with requirements for regular reporting.  Realistic budget details are also provided.  ... 
D. …and well-defined stage-gating (risk mitigation) provisions and clearly defined involvement in the technical and/or management committees for AERI.

· Water Use in Energy Industry: Support the development of a number of key technologies that will result in a 50% reduction in fresh water usage by the energy industry in Alberta by 2020.
